·  Develop and implement an effective teaching and learning program that supports the children to have the wellbeing and kills they need to be ready for school
· Ensure each child’s individual educational needs are met through the development, implementation and ongoing review of Individual Education Plans in consultation with families in a strength-based approach. 
· Work closely with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander families, parents and carers to ensure they are active partners in the program and build understanding about their child’s needs and development. 
· Connect families, to community services and supports as required
· Facilitate engagement between the family and the schools for transition
· Work in cooperative and coordinated way with early childhood centres, primary schools, kindergarten teachers, family support work and other specialist and supports
· Regularly report on outcomes, progress and deliverables in a timely manner. Including completing monthly and quarterly reports to a high standard
· Ensure all necessary program data is collected, stored and in line with program outcomes
· Provide supervision to GTP Program Assistant and manage performance                  to support the outcomes of the program and improved services as a team
· Manage program budget commitments to achieve outcomes in accordance with Funding Agreement
· Develop and maintain strong working relationships with children and families to assist with effective group operation, provide parenting support, and support referral and access to other services where appropriate.
· Effectively engage with local Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander community, elders and families to enrich educational content and resources and embed strong community identify with children in the program. 
· Actively promote child safe practices in work activities and services and contribute to ongoing development of resources and tools to improve service delivery
· Support and collaborate with all YWCA programs to support regional priorities and outputs as directed.
