(www.sbs.com.au), specifically for the AI Incubation Program.
 
You will be joining a progressive organisation with a team of backend, front-end and mobile apps developers as well as designers and UX experts. You will contribute as a highly autonomous Software Engineer with good coding skills in React.js and Typescript with a strong focus on Frontend development coupled backends utilising SaaS datastores and workflows.

This is a hybrid job that will be based in Sydney, Australia. It is initially on a fixed term full time basis until end June 2025. If you want you can mostly work from home as all our dev teams do, however you will be required to come into the Sydney office for in person team meetings/events and to interact with our internal users, one day per week on average.

· Write meaningful supporting documentation to minimise single points of failure
· Help provide ad-hoc support to users of the systems we develop
· Refactor existing code to eliminate technical debt
· Effective use of APIs and some SaaS data storage such as DynamoDB and S3
